   Member agencies provide an 
environment designed to give youth the 
kind of stability and comfort every child 
should experience growing up at home.   
 
   Programs provide structure and services 
to meet the diverse needs of clients and 
families, including:   

• Individual, group and family therapy 
and counseling 

• Behavior modification 
• Intensive structure and supervision 
• Individualized educational 

programs, often provided on the 
premises 

• Development of independent-living, 
vocational and parenting skills 

• Recreational programs 
• Psychiatric, psychological and 

medical services 
• Aftercare 

 
Group Homes serve 12 or fewer youth able 
to function in a community-based setting. 
 
Residential Treatment Centers provide 
structured services for significant behavior 
disorders. Many provide on-premises 
schooling. 
 
Shelters provide short-term care prior to a 
return home or another placement. 
 
Independent-Living Programs teach the 
skills residents will need to live on their 
own. 
 
Maternity and Mother/Child Programs 
serve adolescents who are pregnant or 
caring for their babies.

Who We Serve 

 
   Most youth who require out-of-home care 
come from severely dysfunctional families 
who are unable to provide the most 
minimal level of care.  
 
    All too often, youth can’t function 
adequately at home, while in foster care, in 
the community or at school. Many have 
had multiple placements, a history of 
psychiatric hospitalization, or involvement 
in the juvenile justice system.  
  
   Many have experienced neglect or abuse 
(physical, emotional or sexual). Some are 
so severely disabled they require 24-hour 
treatment and care.   
 
   The ultimate goal of all member agencies 
is to place youth in a stable, caring 
environment, whether through reunification 
with their birth family, adoption, placement 
with a relative or a permanent guardian, or 
in an independent-living situation.    
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
